2. The goals written for your ticket should be SMART (Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Relevant, 
and Time-Based). 

3. For each goal you will also indicate: Who, What, Where, When, How, Why, and How verified. 
If you are having any difficulties in writing your ticket, you should immediately discuss it with your 
Troop Guide or staffer.  They’re there to help.
